Renowned Baltimore photographer Tony Sweet returns to the
NVPS with a fully up-to-date program presentation. After 20 years
as a professional jazz artist, Tony changed careers and directed
his creative juices towards nature photography.

Images made during the past calendar year will be shown
and various elements of image design will be illustrated and dis-
cussed, including film, equipment, creative filter use, subject se-
lection, various compositional techniques, and avoiding cliche
images. As always, Tony will encourage audience questions and
discussion throughout the presentation. This is a program you
don’t want to miss!

Tony’s work is published on greeting cards, calendars, post-
cards, posters, annual reports, catalogs, and electronic media, in
addition to being displayed as fine-art prints. He is represented
by stock agencies in New York, Japan and the UK. He conducts
on-location photography workshops throughout most of the year.
Tony’s articles and photography are featured in Shutterbug maga-
zine, Rangefinder magazine, and as a contributor to Nikonnet.com.
His first book, “Fine Art Nature Photography: Advanced Tech-
niques and the Creative Process,” published by Stackpole Books,
has been very well received. Lately, Tony has been busy complet-
ing a second book. He plans to bring books and DVDs that will be
available for sale after the meeting.

Photography is relatively new in my life. My interest
started when I went to Australia in 1999 to study
abroad. How could I not take roll after roll of film?
Despite the fact that it was a point and shoot camera
I got a number of compliments on my compositions.
I moved on to an SLR when I traveled across the
United States in 2000 and 2001.

I slowly learned about using my camera during

that adventure. I credit
the fact that I had any
decently exposed im-
ages to shooting nega-
tive film. Afterwards I
was hooked and have
since immersed myself
in the world of photog-
raphy. I learned my ba-
sics from books (where - ;
would I be AL
without
John Shaw!).
A few seminars along the way also helped.
However, I get some of my best experi-
ence from going out and shooting. I like
workshops or seminars now and then to
give me fresh ideas. I think actually tak-
ing pictures is the best way to learn. You
become familiar with your equipment,
learn what works and what doesn't and
find out how to work in various environ-
mental conditions.

I use a 35mm system for its versatil-
ity. My love of the outdoors pushed me to
nature photography. I rarely shoot people,
but sometimes a building or other struc-
ture. I like to photograph almost all of my
subjects in their natural surroundings. I
will frequently focus closer and closer on
a subject to pick out interesting details. I
find many subjects in nature have fasci-
nating patterns or shapes when you look
more closely at them. I enjoy everything
from landscapes and macro work to the
unpredictability of shooting wildlife.

Brought up seeing my grandfather and mother
use Nikon equipment, I am wedded to it. I use a Ni-
kon F100 body and a variety of zoom and fixed focal
length lenses (18-35mm, 50mm, 80-200mm, 300mm).
I find it essential to carry a wide range of focal lengths
because I don't know what subject will catch my eye
or what perspective I'll want to create. My tripod ac-

companies me whenever I'm photographing. There
isn't a better tool to allow me to tweak my composi-
tions.

I primarily shoot slide film. Most of the time I'm
using Fuji Velvia 50. When shooting wildlife I some-
times use a 100 speed film or I'll push Velvia a stop. I
like to experiment with different styles of photogra-
phy. I use selective focus/shallow depth of field to
control which part of the image is emphasized. For a
little over a year I have been doing multiple exposures.
I'was drawn to them by their impressionistic appear-
ance. In addition to the 'still' multiple I have experi-
mented with adding movement. It may be diagonal,
horizontal, vertical, twist, or zoom.

Part of the fun is deciding which type of
movement(s) I want or trying different movements
with the same scene. Multiple exposures require me
to look at subjects as bunches of color or lines since
they won't retain the details. Recently I started doing
montages. This effect is just as much fun as multiple
exposures. I can't believe I waited this long to try it.

Photography is a great companion for my love to
travel. I try to take a few photo trips each year. Past
trips have taken me to the Great Smoky Mountains
National Park, Vermont, the tall grass prairies in Okla-
homa and Kansas, the Adirondacks, and Acadia Na-
tional Park. I look forward to seeing different land-
scapes, flora, and fauna. I also enjoy exploring around
where I live. I have found many gem locations close
to home. I visit them throughout the year and find
new subject matter as the seasons change. Neverthe-
less I always look forward to my next trip.

Northern Virginia Photographic Society
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NVPS is one of six Northern Virginia camera clubs
that are participating in the Meadowlark Photo Ex-
hibit that will be held in the Atrium at Meadowlark
Gardens on Mar 5, 6, and 7, from 10 am. - 5 p.m.
Mar 5 is reserved for special guests that include a se-
nior citizens group and students. Saturday and Sun-
day are for the general public. A private reception for
the exhibitors and their guests will occur on Satur-
day from 6 — 8 pm. The exhibit is free — there is no
fee for viewing the exhibit and no Park entrance fee
during the Winter months, including March. Mead-
owlark Botanical Gardens is off Beulah Road, between
Rt. 7 and Rt. 123, in Vienna, VA. For more informa-
tion, go to www.meadowlarkphotoexhibit.com.

Each club is limited to 125 entries, including framed
and unframed works. Although the six participating
clubs can submit a total of 750 entries, only 175-200
prints can be shown at Meadowlark. This works out
to be an average of about 30 per club. Table space for
each club’s unframed pieces will probably accommo-
date 20-30 prints at any one time. Limited space for
framed pieces (about 5 linear feet of wall space and
one floor easel per club) is available. (Metal frames
should not be clip frames, but should be well con-
structed, such as the Nielson frame.) Any exhibit space
(table, wall, or floor easel) unused by one club can be
used by another club. If a club has more juried-in
photos than can be exhibited on its table or wall space
at any one time, that club will decide on how to ro-
tate its members’ work during the time period of the
exhibit. Each club will set up its exhibit on Thursday,
Mar 4, from 4 - 8 p.m. The exhibit space will be pre-
pared prior to the set-up time. NVPS tables for this
year are in the same location as last year — a good
location.

Each club must preview its entries to ensure that they
comply with the formatting requirements and the
theme (published previously in FOTOFAX). Each club
has the option of limiting the number of entries per
member or not. If a club has more than 125 entries,
the club must establish some method of reducing the
number, such as a pre-judging event. Entries can be
submitted in UNSEALED clear plastic envelopes. A
designee from each club is responsible for delivery
and retrieval of its member’s entries. Entries will be
delivered to Joe Miller’s studio by Feb 20, 2004. En-
tries will be selected on an individual basis.

The exhibit will feature a student’s table. Each club
has the option of sponsoring one student, but this is
not required. The table will hold about two photos
per club if each club sponsors a student. Meadow-
lark requires that the students be of high-school age
or younger and enrolled in a local accredited school.
Student photos must comply with the theme of the
exhibit and must be matted in white. However, the
mat edges for student photos do not have to be a
minimum of 2 inches wide, so over-the-counter mats
can be used. Student photos are not juried.

Educational events will occur on Sunday. The plan-
ning group is hoping to get presenters other than
members of the six clubs. During the exhibit, the
National Academy of Photography will be stationed
in the Meadowlark Visitors Center and will offer cri-
tiques of photographs brought in by the general
public.

Virginia Bluebell Contest

This contest is sponsored by the Northern Virginia
Regional Parks Authority (NVRPA) and will be held
at the same time as the Meadowlark Photo Exhibit,
in a small room nearby. Due to limited space, each
club may enter one photograph of Virginia bluebells,
taken in Virginia during the past 12 months. Each
club is responsible for establishing a method for se-
lecting the one photograph. Submitted prints must
meet the same matting rules as for the Meadowlark
Exhibit.

Visitors to the Meadowlark Exhibit will be given tick-
ets by which they will vote for their favorite blue-
bell print. The photographer of the winning print
will receive a prize, as yet undetermined, but possi-
bly a life-time membership to Meadowlark Gardens.
NVRPA will acquire the rights to use the winning
print for non-commercial purposes according to a
written agreement that is being developed. The draft
agreement allows NVRPA to use the photograph in
perpetuity, requires a credit line for the photogra-
pher for each time NVPRA uses it, and allows the
photographer to retain ownership of the image and
use it without restrictions. For more information
